Regarding the implementation of
research ethics education and compliance education

The University conducts research ethics and compliance education in accordance with the
guidelines set out by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology in order
to prevent misconduct in research activities in advance and to promote research activities
properly, and to prevent misconduct in research expenses and to manage research expenses
properly.

Both education programmes have an e-learning system in place, so eligible participants are

encouraged to take the course as soon as possible by referring to the information below.

OResearch ethics education<®

Following the publication of the Guidelines on Dealing with Misconduct in Research Activities (decided
by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology) on 26 August 2014, researchers
are required to ensure that they receive research ethics education and improve their ethical awareness
in order to prevent misconduct in advance and to promote appropriate research activities. Since April
2015, the University has appointed a research ethics education officer in each department, who is
appointed by the head of the department. The research ethics education officer is required to provide
regular research ethics education to a wide range of persons and students involved in research

activities, including affiliated researchers and research support personnel.

Persons who are obliged to take the course and whose attendance is managed by the person
responsible for research ethics education. Certificate of completion must be submitted.

Certificate of completion is not required.

< About Compliance Education<®

The "Guidelines for the Managing and Auditing of Public Research Funds at Research Institutions" (decided by
the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology) requires each research institution to
implement new measures to prevent research fund abuse. The Guidelines place a high priority on compliance
education by Compliance Promoter (each Department Director) to raise the awareness of relevant personnel. In
response to this, the University has established a university-wide system that requires all members involved in
the operation and management of research expenses to submit written confirmation of their compliance

education, as well as to grasp the status of their participation and level of understanding.

@ Al officers
@ All faculty members and administrative workers (including part-time workers)

@ In addition to the above, all those engaged in the use and management of research funds

X Compliance training is for understanding the rules on the use of research expenses and measures

against misconduct at each research institution, etc. Therefore, it is necessary for those hired from

other institutions, etc. to take the course again at the University, even if they took the course at the

research institution, etc. they were employed at prior to being hired.
